g) The rights of the photographs will remain the photographer’s but will accept to share them with AMITOS to be

part of the photography collection for marketing and communication purposes.

Judges

There will be four judges who will be recognized photographers.

Selection Criteria

The photographs could be selected for their quality and technique, but also for the story they tell. The photographs that
do not meet the requirements on d) above will be disqualified.
